Interview with the State Minister for European and
Euro-Atlantic Integration, Mr David Bakradze

ENIGMMA: Georgia has recently signed an association
agreement with the European Union that is considered to
be a significant step forward in EU-Georgia cooperation.
How would you assess the progress of Georgia’s European
integration?

Mr David Bakradze: In recent years, Georgia has made
significant steps towards further deepening cooperation with
the European Union (EU). As you are aware, the EU-Georgia
Association Agreement, including the Deep and Comprehensive
Free Trade Area (DCFTA) component, was signed on 27 June
2014 in Brussels. The Parliament of Georgia has already
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ratified the Agreement.
The ratification process is
ongoing in the EU Member
States, and we hope that
this process will be finalised
soon. It should be noted
that a significant number of
the Agreement’s provisions,
includingthe DCFTA, entered
into force on 1 September
2014. On 3 September,
the government of Georgia
approved and successfully
fulfilled the 2014 National Action Plan for the Implementation
of the Association Agreement. The Action Plan replaced the
European Neighbourhood Policy Action Plan. At this stage, we
have developed the Association Agreement implementation
Action Plan for 2015, which is a much more comprehensive
document encompassing the implementation of the DCFTA as
well. It should be stressed that for the purpose of monitoring
the implementation process of the Agreement, the Association
Council, the Association Committee and thematic sub-
committees, as well as the Parliament Association Committee,
are being established. We are making sure that the Civil Society
Platform is also involved in the development, as well as in the
monitoring of the Agreement implementation process. We are
also successfully implementing reforms in the framework of
the Visa Liberalisation Action Plan (VLAP). The first legislative
phase has already been finalised and we have already started
the second concerning the implementation phase of the VLAP.

EU-Georgia Relations

Visit of the EU Commissioner for European Neighbourhood
Policy and Enlargement Negotiations to Thilisi

On 15-16 January 2015, the EU Commissioner for European
Neighbourhood Policy and Enlargement Negotiations, Mr
Johannes Hahn, visited Georgia for the signing of the financing
agreement for a new programme to help Georgia implement
the Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area (DCFTA)
and promote private sector development. The new three-
year programme launched by the agreement is worth €44.5
million and will focus on: (1) further strengthening the policy
framework for trade and development of small and medium
enterprises (SMEs); (2) improving the functioning of the
institutions regulating and supporting trade and the private
sector; (3) assisting economic actors and SMEs while adjusting
to the new regulatory environment according to the DCFTA; (4)
support the economic integration of returned migrants, women
in business and young entrepreneurs. During his visit, Mr
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Johannes Hahn met with the President of Georgia, Mr Giorgi
Margvelashvili; the Prime Minister, Mr. Irakli Garibashvili;
members of the government; the Chairman of the Parliament,
Mr. David Usupashvili; and representatives of the opposition
and civil society. Commissioner Hahn also delivered a keynote
speech at llia State University of Thilisi.

European Commission’s 2nd VLAP
progress report

implementation

On 29 October 2014, the European Commission adopted its
second progress report on Georgia’s implementation of the
Visa Liberalisation Action Plan (VLAP).

The report concluded that Georgia meets the requirements of
the first phase of the visa dialogue and launched the second
VLAP phase during which the Commission will regularly check
if Georgia meets the set benchmarks. The Commissioner for
Home Affairs, Cecilia Malmstrom, underlined that the conclusion
of the VLAP first phase ‘is a significant achievement, an
important step in the process that will bring Georgia closer to
its goal of a visa-free regime with the EU’.

The report also recognises ICMPD’s important role in assisting
Georgia’s migration authorities in the VLAP implementation.
Specifically, the ENIGMMA projecthas provided supportin further
developing the institutional and legal framework on migration in
Georgia by providing expertise in such areas as labour migration,
visa policy, diaspora policy, protection of migrants’ human rights
and personal data protection. Moreover, a significant number
of ENIGMMA activities are directed towards carrying out
information campaigns on EU-Georgia cooperation in the area
of migration. In particular, the report mentions ICMPD’s role
in assisting Georgia’s State Commission on Migration Issues
in ‘draw[ing] up a strategy for the next programming period
2016-20’, which will be crucial for successfully meeting the
benchmarks of the second phase of the VLAP.

The European Union allocates 46 Million EUR to Georgia

The European Commission allocated 46 million euro to Georgia
as macro-financial assistance. Pierre Moscovici, the European
Commissioner for Economic and Financial Affairs, Taxation
and Customs, signed a memorandum of understanding for a
€46 million Macro-Financial Assistance (MFA) programme for
Georgia. The assistance will be distributed evenly as grants
and loans and will be disbursed in two equal tranches in
2015.

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The EU Parliament has ratified the association agreement
with Georgia

On 18 December 2014, the European Parliament ratified the
EU-Georgia Association Agreement. The EU signed association
agreements with Moldova, Georgia and Ukraine on 27 June
2014. The Georgian Parliament ratified the agreement on 18
July 2014. So far, eleven EU Member States have ratified
the Agreement: Romania, Bulgaria, Lithuania, Latvia, Malta,
Slovakia, Estonia, Hungary, Sweden, Croatia and Denmark.

News on Migration Regulation in Georgia
Amendments to the new Law on Aliens

The Law of Georgia on Legal Status of Aliens and Stateless
Persons was amended in November 2014. According to the
amendments, aliens already staying in Georgia will enjoy
preferential terms for obtaining a residence permit and
immigration visa during the transitional period. At the same
time, the amendments introduce the legal grounds for long-
term residence for persons having the status of compatriot and
simplified procedures for transiting the territory of Georgia for
transporters of international cargo.

Furthermore, in February 2014 the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of Georgia launched an e-visa portal allowing tourists and
business visitors to receive a short-term visa via simplified
procedure that will not require an appointment or submission
of original documents at the embassy. The new simplified
procedures consist of three steps: applying, making an online
payment and printing out the e-visa. An e-visa can be easily
obtained anywhere with an internet connection, and it grants
the same right to enter the Georgian territory as a passport
sticker-visa. However, depending on the person’s nationality,
there might be different requirements. Therefore, visitors will
be informed of these requirements after they select the country
of the travel document and travel dates. All e-visa holders must
be able to present all the required documents at the Georgian
state border upon arrival.

Interview with a Moldovan expert, Mr Radu Cucos

Radu Cucos, a counsellor at the Embassy of the Republic
of Moldova in the Kingdom of the Netherlands, was actively
involved in the implementation of the Moldova—European Union
Visa Liberalisation Action Plan. He also provides support and
advice to Georgian authorities regarding the implementation
of the VLAP within the ENIGMMA project. In his interview
with Georgian Student Journal ‘Liberta’ he shared Moldavia’s
experience in implementing the VLAP.
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Q: What steps did the Republic of Moldova take from the
VLAP to the visa-free regime?

Mr Radu Cucos: As you know, the Moldova—European Union
Visa Liberalisation Action Plan was structured in two phases
and four blocks. The first phase was the legislative one and the
second phase was the implementation one. Before obtaining
the visa-free regime with the EU, Moldova had to meet all the
benchmarks set in both phases of the VLAP.

During the first phase of the EU-Moldova VLAP, the Moldovan
authorities had to adjust the national legislation to EU standards,
especially in the areas of travel documents, migration and
border management, public order and security, human rights
and external relations. Some of the most important legislation
adopted was the Law on state border, the Border Police Law,
the Law on integration of foreigners, the Strategy on the Justice
Sector Reform, the Law for prevention and fighting organised
crime, the National Human Rights Action Plan and the Action
Plan on Roma Support for 2011-2015, and the Law on ensuring
equality. Some might say that the first phase of the VLAP is not
as complex as the second one; nevertheless, it is important
to underline that the legislative process can sometimes have
bottlenecks when there is a division of opinions between
the legislative and executive branches or when civil society
has another view on certain issues. Differences in opinion
are especially likely to happen when debating sensitive
legislation such as demilitarisation of law enforcement or anti-
discrimination. Although the implementation of first phase of
the VLAP in Moldova’s case was done in a prompt manner,
it took a lot of communication and coordination between the
stakeholders to overcome institutional discrepancies.

During the second phase of the VLAP, which is also called the
implementation phase, the Republic of Moldova had to ensure
that the legal provisions adopted during the first phase were
efficiently implemented from the practical point of view. From my
experience with the Moldova-EU VLAP, | can mention that there
were twoimportantelements toaddress during the second phase.
The first one was related to establishing very good cooperation
between state institutions. If previously each institution tried
to manage things on its own, after the VLAP implementation
institutions had to work with each other, exchange information
and cooperate on a daily basis. The second important element
was to ensure the sustainability of reforms, meaning that
the reforms should work properly over time. Moldovan state
institutions managed to address all aspects of the second phase
and thus obtain the visa-free regime with the EU.

Q: The European Commission proposed on 27 November
2013 that visa-free travel to the Schengen area for Moldovan
citizens be allowed. Almost one year has passed since
then... What are the main benefits from visa-free travel for
the Republic of Moldova and its people?

Mr Radu Cucos: Although the Commission’s proposal was
made on 27 November 2013, Moldovan citizens who are holders
of biometric passports were able to travel without a visa to the
EU only as of 28 April 2014. The benefits can be classified as
follows: increasing people-to-people contacts, removing barriers
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for the business community and transferring knowledge.

In the case of Moldova, people-to-people contacts increased
exponentially. According to the data of the Moldovan border
authorities, during the first 6 months of the visa-free regime,
more than 297,000 Moldovans travelled to the EU without a visa.
And these were only nationals who travelled from Moldova. If we
count Moldovans residing in Russia, Ukraine, the USA, Canada
and other countries who travelled to the EU without a visa in
this period, the total number could be more than 300,000.

For the business community, mobility and flexibility are highly
important factors. Since most Moldovan exports are channelled
to the EU and each year the percentage is increasing, there was
a strong need for Moldovan businessman to be able to travel to
the EU without visas. Also, the entry into force of the Moldova—
EU Deep and Comprehensive Trade Area will intensify business
ties between Moldova and the EU. Therefore, the visa-free
regime will make life much easier for our business community.

The transfer of knowledge is a highly important subject, as
Moldovan citizens traveling abroad and experiencing all the
good things the EU can offer should use this acquired knowledge
in Moldova. In the Netherlands, where | currently carry out my
diplomatic assignment, one could learn a lot about alternative
ways of urban transportation, such as bikes. In Estonia, for
example, one can learn a lot about the delivery of public services
using innovative ICT tools. There are many good examples
from which we can learn and the visa-free regime allows the
transfer of knowledge to take place faster.

Q: What advice would you give the Georgian government
and Georgian people to successfully completely the VLAP
and achieve visa-free travel?

Mr Radu Cucos: European institutions and people in general
are strict but fair. It is true that the VLAP is a complex and very
demanding process. Nevertheless, if Georgia meets all the VLAP
benchmarks, the EU will abolish the visa regime for Georgians.
Thus, the only advice | can give to my Georgian colleagues is
to work hard in meeting the VLAP benchmarks. They will then
be rewarded accordingly. From our side, the relevant Moldovan
authorities are ready to share their experience with the VLAP
and provide any necessary advice.

ENIGMMA: How will the EU-Georgia Association Agenda
facilitate and support the implementation of the EU-Georgia
Association Agreement?

Mr David Bakradze: The structure of the Association Agenda
is based on the Agreement. The document is focused on more
specific areas of cooperation and defines the basic political,
economic and trade priorities for 2014-2016 with the support
of the EU. The Association Agenda aims to promote the
implementation of the Agreement, which envisages political
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association and gradual economic integration with the EU.

ENIGMMA: What are the main priorities of cooperation in
the field of migration which are underlined in the Agreement
and Agenda?

Mr David Bakradze: The Association Agenda includes
migration-related legislation for approximation with the EU
acquis in the areas of migration and asylum policy; effective
border management; the fight against organised crime, human
trafficking, money laundering and terrorism financing; and the
tackling of illicit drugs. In addition, Georgia, together with the
EU Member States, continuously conducts active information
campaigns in order to raise Georgians’ awareness of migration
issues.

ENIGMMA: What is to be expected next from this significant
step in the development of EU-Georgia relations?

Mr David Bakradze: It should be noted that effective
implementation of the Agreement will have a major positive
impact on the strengthening of Georgia's European identity,
on the irreversibility of the European integration process and
on the political support from our European partners, including
the support for Georgia's sovereignty and territorial integrity.
The DCFTA with the EU will significantly enhance economic
relations, attractforeign investments, stimulate economic growth
and support Georgia's integration in the European economic
area in general. Moreover, the Agreement envisages further
deepening the political dialogue with the EU. Furthermore,
benefits of the Agreement will largely depend on the country’s
(and region’s) political and economic stability and security.
The EU plays a crucial role in ensuring Georgia's security and
territorial integrity. Hopefully, the involvement of the EU in the
settlement of the Russia-Georgia conflict will be reinforced
through strengthening the mandate of the EU Monitoring
Mission. Itis especially important against the background of the
recently signed agreement between the Russian Federation and
Abkhazia, the breakaway region of Georgia, that establishes
an alliance and strategic partnership between the two parties.

At the same time, Georgia is a partner of the EU in the Common
and Security and Defence Policy, actively contributing to
international security, including through participation in the
EU’s peacekeeping mission in the Central African Republic.

At this stage, we are actively preparing for the Eastern
Partnership Summit to be held in Riga in May 2015. We hope
that it will be an historic summit, where we will receive a clear
message on Georgia's European perspective as well as a
positive assessment of the implementation of reforms envisaged
by the Visa Liberalisation Action Plan.

Main ICMPD Activities in Georgia and the Region
New border management project in Azerbaijan and Georgia
ICMPD, in partnership with UNDP, launched a new project

to improve the operational capacities of the border agencies
of Azerbaijan and Georgia by organising and carrying out
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coordinated operations at the green border, leading to an
eventual positive impact on overall security in the region and
in the whole European Neighbourhood. More specifically, the
project seeks to:

e support the institutional development and capacity building
of the Georgian Border Police and State Border Service
of Azerbaijan, including building capacity to conduct
coordinated and joint actions and exchange information
as appropriate

e improve the operational capacities of the Georgian Border
Police and State Border Service of Azerbaijan through the
provision of better infrastructure and modern technology.

The project will run from November 2014 until September
2017.

ERGEM
The final ERGEM conference

The final ERGEM project activity,
the Diaspora Conference, took
place on the last day of the
project, 16 December 2014 in
Tbilisi, Georgia. The Conference
gathered representatives of
all project partners from the

government, representatives and returnees, a

diaspora
prominent diaspora expert, as well as representatives of NGOs,
civil society, the EU Delegation to Georgia and international
organisations.

The Conference agenda was mainly oriented to briefly present
the project results by the two implementing project partners
and the main project partner state institutions and to further
discuss cooperation between the diaspora and state institutions.
In addition, the representatives of the Georgian diaspora
organisations had the opportunity to present their activities. A
keynote speech was given by a prominent diaspora engagement
expert as food for thought. Finally, the ERGEM project guide
on organising a mobile counselling programme for migrant and
diaspora communities was presented and distributed to the
conference attendees.

The ERGEM project team would like to use this opportunity
to thank all partners and contact points for their excellent
cooperation and hard work in implementing the project. It was
an invaluable experience and a great pleasure to be part of
this important and highly appreciated project. The ERGEM
project team wishes all partners success with their future
endeavours.

ENIGMMA Project Activities in Focus

Coordination meeting on the development of the ‘Migration
Textbook’

On 23 January 2015, a coordination meeting on developing the
Migration Textbook was held at the Public Service Hall in Thilisi.
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Authors of the different chapters of the Migration Textbook were
invited to present the outlines of their corresponding sections
and exchange information about the content of their chapters.
The meeting was opened by George Jashi, a representative
from SCMI, and Violeta Wagner, the ENIGMMA project manager,
who underlined the importance of the Migration Textbook and
closer cooperation between the authors. After presenting the
outlines of each chapter, strategies for better cooperation
were devised and further practical points were discussed. The
authors agreed that the meeting was highly beneficial for the
development of the Migration Textbook.

Moldovan experts’ visit to Georgia

On 22-23 January 2015, two experts from the Moldovan Ministry
of Foreign Affairs paid a visit to the Georgian Ministry of Foreign
Affairs where they conducted a two-day workshop to support the
Georgian state institutions in the implementation of the 2nd phase
of the VLAP. The topics discussed during the session included
asylum and statelessness, irregular migration, corruption, drugs
and money laundering, THB and organised crime, as well as
other topics such as implementation of the Human Rights
Strategy and the Law on Personal Data Protection.

In addition to recommendations and general feedback on all
aspects mentioned above, the Moldovan experts visited the
Organised Crime Unit at the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia
where they conducted a simulation assessment with the Unit.
The achievements and goals of the Unit were emphasised
during the presentations.

The Moldovan experts’ visit to Georgian state institutions was
vitally important at this stage in the preparations for the EU
assessment mission in the framework of the visa dialogue. Their
suggestions and feedback proved to be immensely valuable
for the Georgian representatives of the VLAP coordination task
force.

Meeting with the Diaspora Office

A brainstorming session with
the Office of the State Minister
of Georgia for Diaspora Issues
took place on 22 January 2015.
The meeting focused on how to
engage Georgia’s high-profile
diaspora. Possible areas of
engagement were presented by the project team and discussed
and analysed with representatives of the Office of the State
Minister of Georgia for Diaspora Issues. A follow-up meeting
with a concrete programme proposal will be held in February
2015. Both the representatives of the Office of the State
Minister of Georgia for Diaspora Issues and the ENIGMMA
team underlined their valuable cooperation and the necessity
to engage Georgia’s diaspora.

Revision of the draft Labour Migration Law

The ENIGMMA project provided expertise to the Ministry of
Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia on drafting the
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Labour Migration Law. Under the aegis of the ENIGMMA project,
EU Member State experts with considerable experience in the
area of labour migration reviewed the draft Law and provided
their feedback and recommendations. Further support from the
ENIGMMA project, such as organising meetings of the labour
migration working group, capacity building and on the spot
assistance to the MoLHSA, is envisioned.

Workshop on removal procedures and human rights

On 18-19 December 2014, a &
workshoponremovalprocedures __
and human rights was held at W
the hotel ZP Palace in Thilisi.
The workshop was organised
by ICMPD under the EU-funded
ENIGMMAproject. The workshop
gathered representatives of the MIA Migration Department and
PSDA Citizenship and Migration Department, as well as Dutch
experts representing the Repatriation and Departure Service
(Ministry of Security and Justice) and Lithuanian experts from
the Lithuanian Red Cross Society.

The aim of the workshop was to discuss and exchange practical
experience with regard to removal procedures and protection of
human rights during return. The training was highly interactive, as
participants were encouraged to engage indiscussion and debate,
which guaranteed a better exchange of information/experience.
As removal procedures have not yet started in Georgia, the
sharing of the rich experience of EU Member States Lithuania
and the Netherlands was highly beneficial for the Georgian
colleagues. It provided them an opportunity to discuss not only
theoretical issues and law, but also real cases and challenges
faced daily by foreign partners working in this field.

Migration lecture at the PSDA

The ENIGMMA project organised a lecture for SCMI members
titled ‘The Interrelationship of Research and Policy in Migration/
Integration’ given by Professor Jan Rath from the University of
Amsterdam. The lecture took place on 18 December 2014 at
the PSDA.

Professor Rath’s lecture dealt with the issue of many nations
becoming countries of immigration. Further, the lecture focused
on the development of immigration and integration policies
which often coincides with a rise in academic research on
these phenomena, which comes with a call for (what is often
labelled as) evidence-based policies. The ‘research-policy
nexus’, however, is never simple or straightforward. The lecture
discussed the intricacies of the research-policy nexus, and
explored the opportunities and constraints of developing and
implementing evidence-based policies.

Migration lectures at TSU

On 18 and 19 December 2014, the ENIGMMA project organised
the Migration Lecture Series at Thilisi State University. The
lectures were given by Professor Jan Rath from the University
of Amsterdam, Department of Sociology. The lectures were
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divided into two parts:

¢ international migration
e immigrant integration.

Theinternationalmigrationlecture
_ offered a general introduction
Sa' t0 international migration and

presented theoretical and
empirical perspectives on a
range of important topics.

The lecture first discussed the
concepts of the migrant and of international migration. It then
provided statistical evidence of international migratory flows and
problematized a number of common notions about migration.
Thereafter, it presented an overview of different types of
migration, and touched upon their size, root causes, direction
and nature. Finally, the lecture provided a brief description of
several theories of international migration.

The immigrant integration lecture focused on how migratory
movements in combination with new technologies and increased
wealth have changed the face of the nation. This lecture offered
an introduction to immigrant integration studies from a historical,
empirical and theoretical perspective. Beyond showcasing and
discussing a number of important theoretical perspectives on
immigrant integration, the lecture also explored integration in
different fields, policy issues and normative dimensions.

VLAP conference

The conference on the
implementation of the EU- ;

Action Plan by the Ministry of T

organised by ICMPD within the
framework of the EU-funded
ENIGMMA project, took place at the Tbilisi Marriot Hotel on 10
December 2014.

The conference was dedicated to informing the representatives
of the European Union Member State embassies in Thbilisi of
the reforms conducted within the Ministry in areas covered by
the Migration Department, as well as in the following areas:
the fight against trafficking in human beings, personal data
protection in the police sector and international law enforcement
cooperation. During the event, the ENIGMMA project support
provided to the Georgian authorities for the implementation of
the migration-related measures of the EU-Georgia Action Plan
on Visa Liberalisation was also underlined.

EU MS expert mission to Georgia

On 27-28 November 2014, the mission of the project’s
EU Member State visa expert to Georgia took place. The
mission was dedicated to reviewing the status quo in visa
policy implementation, providing needed assistance on other
visa-related issues and scheduling further support to the
Consular Department of the Georgian MFA concerning the visa
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component. The Georgian Visa Handbook was identified as
an important tool that enables Georgian consular officers to
perform their work under the new Aliens Law. The Handbook
will serve as the operational instructions for consular services
and the central authority responsible for examining and taking
decisions on visa applications.

Additionally, the meeting of the expert and project team with
the representatives of the European Integration Department of
the MFA was held on 28 November, 2014. The importance of
close cooperation with Member States and the involvement of
EU Member State experts in all areas of the EU-Georgia VLAP
were outlined by both sides.

Reports on activities carried out by ICMPD and IOM from June
to November 2014 were presented and discussed during the
meeting. Thus, the ICMPD representatives gave an overview
of the completed and planned activities in the following areas:
visa policy, diaspora policy, human rights, personal data
protection, research and cooperation with academia, the
legislative framework and awareness raising. The ICMPD
ENIGMMA project expert representing Austria also presented an
assessment of the visa component done within the ENIGMMA
project. After the discussions on the implemented activities,
IOM and ICMPD presented the progress in the development
of the Unified Migration Information and Analytical System and
recommendations developed by the EU Member State experts
of both organisations.

The photo workshop for ENIGMMA photo contest winners
has been launched

The three winners of the photo contest that was held under
the ENIGMMA information campaign were enrolled in a photo
workshop led by a prominent Georgian photographer, Guram
Tsibakhashvili. Guram Tsibakhashvili has had several gallery
and museum exhibitions, including at the State Museum of
Contemporary Art in Thessaloniki and at the Lunds Konsthall.
The workshop started on 3 February 2015 and will run for 4
months.

Migration guidebook

The ENIGMMA project contributed to the development of the
Guidebook on Legal Migration in Georgia under the SCMI

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information campaign for2013-2014: ‘Legal Migration—the Best
Choice’ by involving the pilot analytical unit established in the
Secretariat of the SCMI, particularly in drafting some chapters
of the Guidebook. The Guidebook is a unified brochure/guide
for potential or actual immigrants and emigrants as well as other
persons interested in migration. It provides information on both
the opportunities of legal migration and the risks associated with
irregular migration, thus providing migrants with the information
they need, which would positively affect the migration dynamics.
The purpose of the Guidebook is to make it easier for migrants
and other interested persons to learn about legal migration
regulations and to seek information on corresponding services.
The Guidebook has been translated into English within the
framework of the ENIGMMA project to ensure wide use of the
document and will be published soon.

PDP report

Aquarterlyreportonthe progressmade sincethecommencement
of the ‘Baseline Study on Personal Data protection in Migration
Management in Georgia’ was prepared by the Innovations and
Reforms Centre (IRC) and submitted to ICMPD. The progress
report covers the period from August to October 2014 and
includes information on the steps taken, challenges faced and
activities planned for the next quarter. Throughout the indicated
period, key processes in migration management and the state
institutions in charge of these processes were identified. The
key Georgian state institutions identified are: the Public Services
Development Agency under the Ministry of Justice, the Consular
Department at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of
Internal Affairs and the Ministry of Internally Displaced Persons
from the Occupied Territories, Accommodation, and Refugees
of Georgia. As a result, a portfolio consisting of processes and
legislation/procedural guidelines that need to be studied within
the scope of the research project was developed.

With regards to analysing the legislative basis and envisaging
possible procedural flows, face-to-face interviews were carried
out with representatives of the respective state institutions
working on a procedural level in this area on a daily basis. In
addition, comprehensive questionnaires were distributed to the
relevant state institutions with the aim of studying and analysing
the procedural guidelines of each institution in terms of data
protection regulations. The questionnaire was developed by
the IRC in close cooperation with an international expert on
PDP issues from Germany.

Currently, the IRC is in the process of analysing the received
data. The implementation of the entire study is being supervised
by the ICMPD/ENIGMMA team, an appointed EU Member State
expert from Austria and the Georgian Office of the Personal
Data Protection Inspector. The findings of the study will be
available in March 2015 followed by a presentation of the final
report in May 2015.

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Planned Activities
Study visit to the Netherlands on legal migration

In March 2015, within the framework of the ENIGMMA project,
representatives of the Georgian Foreign Ministry and Public
Service Development Agency of the Ministry of Justice of
Georgia will participate in a study visit to the Netherlands to
gather best practices on Schengen/EU visa policy and on legal
ways of living in the country either temporarily or permanently.
The representatives of the Georgian state institutions will be
hosted by the Moldovan embassy in the Netherlands, which will
share its experience in successfully implementing the e-visa.

4th Steering Group Meeting

On 18 March 2015, the fourth Steering Group Meeting, jointly
organisedby ICMPD andthe Secretariattothe State Commission
on Migration Issues, will be held at the Public Service Hall in
Thilisi (Georgia). It will bring together representatives from
ICMPD, IOM, the EU Delegation to Georgia, EU Member States,
Georgian partner state institutions and local NGOs involved in
migration-related activities in Georgia to discuss the activities
implemented in Georgia from December 2014 to February 2015
by ICMPD and IOM under EU-funded projects within the ‘More
for More’ programme.

Migration data management — study visit to Estonia and
Austria

In February and March 2015, ICMPD and IOM will jointly
organise study visits to the EU Member States Estonia and
Austria for Georgian state institutions working on migration
data management. The study visits will enable the Georgian
partners to acquaint themselves with the existing systems of
migration data processing, management and analysis in the
above-mentioned countries. This will help them in deciding on
the unified migration data management system model to be
introduced in Georgia. ICMPD will provide further EU Member
State expert assistance to the analytical data management
working group.

ENIGMMA information campaign 2015

The ENIGMMA information campaign will take place this year
from March to May. The aim of the campaign remains the same
as last year: to raise public awareness on migration-related
issues and familiarise the public with recent developments in
Georgian migration management and EU-Georgia cooperation
in migration field. To reach this aim, the ENIGMMA team will
organise activities/events such as information desk corners;
music/dancing performances; photo contest; a photo exhibition
of a prominent Georgian photographer, and migration lectures
forrepresentatives of state institutions. More detailed information
on the information campaign will be available on the ENIGMMA
website www.enigmma.ge after the official announcement of
the event.
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Migration Textbook

The Georgian Migration Textbook will be based on an
interdisciplinary approach focusing on migration issues from
various scientific perspectives and will provide a complete
and up-to-date analysis of international migration studies.
The purpose of the Textbook is to reinforce the research and
analytical capacities of Georgian state and academicinstitutions.
Although the Textbook primarily targets the Georgian academic
community, including students and teachers, it will also prove
beneficial for practitioners in the migration field as well as
policymakers and the general public. The Textbook is being
developed in close cooperation with the SCMI and Georgian
academics and will be available at the end of 2015.

Assistance to the PSDA on the implementation of the
Aliens Law

On the request of the Public Service Development Agency
(PSDA) of the Ministry of Justice of Georgia, the ICMPD/
ENIGMMAprojectteamwill supportthe Migration and Citizenship
Departmentofthe Agency inenhancing theirexpertise inthe area
of legal migration, in particular on the residence rules. Thus, the
first workshop for the Agency will take place in February 2015,
supported by Lithuanian and Latvian experts. The workshop
will focus on the experience of EU and Baltic countries with
residence permit procedures and practices, as well as internal
cooperation with other institutions regarding residence permits.
Additionally, at the conclusion of the workshop, the ENIGMMA
project team, together with the experts, will discuss with the
Agency’s management further activities and support in other
areas which are challenging for the Agency.

Who is Who? Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia

The Ministry of Internal Affairs of Georgia
(MIA)isamemberofthe State Commission
on Migration Issues, and the Deputy
Minister is a Co-chair of the Commission.
The Ministry is actively involved in
implementing important migration-related
policies. In addition to this, the MIA is
assisting with the implementation of
ongoing projects in the migration field that
are funded by different international organisations.

In accordance with the Migration Strategy Action Plan for
2013-2015, the MIA is responsible for the fight against illegal
migration and the establishment of institutional mechanisms.
The Ministry also actively participated in the formulation and
implementation of the new Law of Georgia on Legal Status of
Aliens and Stateless Persons. In order to ensure the effective
implementation of the new Law, the Migration Department within
the MIA, which is responsible for the detection and expulsion
of foreigners illegally residing on the territory of Georgia, was
established by Order #588 of 6 August 2014 of the Minister
of Internal Affairs of Georgia. The Department officially
commenced functioning on 1 September 2014. According to
the statute of the Department, its functions include: detection
and identification of aliens illegally residing on the territory of

Georgia, ensuring removal (expulsion) of aliens residing without
legal grounds in accordance with the law, implementation of
readmission agreements of Georgia, management of the
Temporary Accommodation Centre and any other function that
may arise while performing their duties.
